16t Constitutional Mandate 2006-2009

Dear Members,

We, the Members of the Executive Board elected for the L& onstitutional Mandate 20062009,
are honored to present you our proposal for the Strategic Framework 2030013 z Mobilizing for
Action, as our last task to baccomplished in our mandate.

In time of global financial crisis we found very difficult to be audacious in our proposal, but we
concluded that we need to propose audaciously to achieve satisfactory results.

It was our unanimous understanding that the sBes of previous presented and executed Strategic
Frameworks, gave us very clear signal that we are in the right road and the foundations done in
1998 proved to be the right ones to turn the World Family Organization moreefficient and
competitive in the international level.

This new Strategic Framework containsiot only improvements, but also new actions. But we all
agreed that there is a strong need to continusome essentialactions in order to consolidate the
gains already achieved:

fWe need to contirue our agenda for internal reforms.

fWe need to continueto focus on the implementation of regular programmeswith clear
priorities outlined and with vigor and effectivenesdn its execution.

fWe need to continue to consolidate the administrative and finamal regulatory mechanism.

fWe need to continue to monitorthe flow and volume of budgetaryresources

IWe need to continue tamprove voluntary extra budgetary resources

Two global priorities will demand incredible efforts: the implementation of the Regioral
Committees and Offices and th&/orld Family University.

Our Budgetary Proposal is definitively audacious, but as proved on this expiring mandate, it is
possible to execute. We need to preserve and keep tbapacity to implement the same volume of
activities investing the appropriated financial resources to accomplishour statutory and
programmatic mission.

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The idea to create an International Organization to deal with Family matters was born for the
first time in June 1, 1946 in an Inérnational Congress for Families and Population in Brussels.

The first World Family Congress took place in Paris on 228 June 1947. At this Congress, the
United Nations, 27 Governments and 200 delegates from all over the world deliberated on the
creation of an International Organization to work Family Issues. The International Union of

Family Organizations- IUOF was founded.

The main functions initially were:

- Reunifying Families separated by the Il World War;

- Documentation;

- Liaison among all civimovements in favour of a better life for all families;

- Representation within Governments, public opinion and International Organizations, starting
with United Nations.

Throughout its history, UIFOachievedconsolidated positionin the international community as a
representative in advocatingfor family rights together with governmental and nongovernmental
institutions, as well as business and scientific communitieand working Family perspectives in
the context of development

In December of the followingyear, the World Family Organization, the United Nations and the
Chinese Government held the World Family Summit: For a Global Family Policy, in celebration of
the 10t Anniversary of the International Year of the Family in Sanya, China. On thé& 8f
December of that same year, participants of the World Family Summit approved the Sanya
Declaration: For a Comprehensive Family Policy in Sanya, China.

In February 2005, at the UN headquarters, New York, the results of the World Family Summit in
China, as wellas the Sanya Declaration, were presented in form of a Report and Declaration to
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the 43d Session of the United Nations Commission for Social Development. The results of the
World Family Summit were included in the report for the UN ECOSOC High Level Segnie New
York.

From the 34 to the 8h of December 2005, the World Family Organization, the United Nations, and
the Sergipe State Government, Brazil, held the World Family Summit +1: Investing in
Developmentz Working the Millennium Development Goals athe Local Level and in the Family,
a follow-up to the World Family Summit held in China. At this occasion, participants of the
Summit +1 discussed and approved the Aracaju Plan of Action 20@015 in Aracaju, Sergipe,
Brazil.

On December 57 in the following year, in order to continue the work initiated in Sanya, China, in

2004, the results achieved at the WFS +1 held in Aracaju, Brazil, including the impact of the Plan

of Action, the World Family Organization accomplished the World Family Summit +2, hedd the
